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Raman Spectrometer

The Raman Spectrometer identifies the contents of Chemical
Agent Identification Sets (CAIS), glass vials containing various
agents and industrial chemicals once used to train Soldiers.

STEP 1

The fiber-optic probe is placed against the glass
wall of the CAIS item, directing a laser light.

STEP 2

As the laser light passes through the glass wall,
it produces a unique spectrum signature.

STEP 3

Operators then look for distinctive chemical
signatures from the spectrum.
