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In separate routine monitoring operations workers had
identified vapor leaking from three mustard agent-filled ton
containers and approximately two teaspoons of liquid agent
leaking from a fourth container. Workers moved the agent-
filled containers to another structure, where they were

repaired then later returned to storage igloos to await

destruction.

The earth-covered storage structures were filtered and
no vapor escaped to the environment. Tooele county
officials were notified and there was no danger to
surrounding communities.
