Processing limited by
cooling water repairs

rocessing of mustard-filled ton containers was limited

this week by repairs needed to the Metal Parts
Furnace’s Discharge Airlock (DAL) secondary cooling
water system. A coil went bad late last week and the fur-
nace needed to be cooled down to facilitate repairs. The
work was completed on Tuesday, Dec. 14, and the fur-
nace began ramping back to temperature. However,
another issue involving the DAL, this time a pressure
issue, caused the furnace to be cooled down again.
Maintenance personnel will repair an inner door seal and
processing will resume thereafter.
