n Oct. 11, the last Treaty Agent Sample was taken

from the last HD Treaty Tagged Ton Container in
the Unpack Area at the Umatilla Chemical Agent
Disposal Facility (UMCDF).

The UMCDF started sampling the Treaty Tagged
Ton Containers in July 2009. The crew that conducted
the sampling successfully performed 24 Treaty Agent
Samples without any incidents or accidents, or without
having to re-decontaminate any sample bottles. Each
one was conducted under the watchful eye of evaluators
from the Organization for the Prohibition of Chemical
Weapons (OPCW), Defense Threat Reduction Agency
(DTRA), U.S. Army Chemical Materials Agency (CMA)
and Department of Defense (DoD).
